This project proposes the development of an 

energy management job and training specification, as well as an e-learning delivery system for the 

new role of the Energy Manager which has been created specifically for the shipping industry. The 

intention of MariEMS is also to encourage shipping companies to seek ISO 50001 certification.  

Partners have now prepared their reports and the first draft of Energy Manager’s job specification is 

being prepared.
